Pecuniary i an interest that a person has in a matter because of a reasonable likelihood or expectation of appreciable
financial gain or loss to the person or another person with whom the person is associated.
Non-Pecuniary i a private or personal interest that a Council official has that does not amount to a pecuniary interest as
defined in the Local government Act (eg. A friendship, membership of an association, society or trade union or involvement
or interest in an activity and may include an interest of a financial nature.)
Remoteness

Disclosure and participation in meetings
1 A Councillor or a member of a Council Committee who has a pecuniary interest in any matter with which the
Council is concerned and who is present at a meeting of the Council or Committee at which the matter is being
considered must disclose the nature of the interest to the meeting as soon as practicable.
1 The Councillor or member must not be present at, or in sight of, the meeting of the Council or Committee:
(a) At any time during which the matter is being considered or discussed by the Council or Committee, or
(b) At any time during which the Council or Committee is voting on any question in relation to the matter.
No Knowledge i A person does not breach this Clause if the person did not know and could not reasonably be expected
to have known that the matter under consideration at the meeting was a matter in which he or she had a pecuniary
interest.
Non-Pecuniary Interest i Must be disclosed in meetings.
There are a broad range of options available for managing conflicts & the option chosen will depend on an assessment
of the circumstances of the matter, the nature of the interest and the significance of the issue being dealt with. Non-
Pecuniary conflicts of interest must be dealt with in at least one of the following ways:
1 It may be appropriate that no action be taken where the potential for conflict is minimal. However,
Councillors should consider providing an explanation of why they consider a conflict does not exist.
1 Limitinvolvement if practical (eg. Participate in discussion but not in decision making or vice versa). Care needs
to be taken when exercising this option.
1 Remove the source of the conflict (eg. Relinquishing or divesting the personal interest that creates the conflict)
1 Have no involvement by absenting yourself from and not taking part in any debate or voting on the issue as if
the provisions in S451 of the Local Government Act apply (particularly if you have a significant non-pecuniary

GUIDING PRINCIPLES FOR COUNCILS

(1) Exercise of functions generally
The following general principles apply to the exercise of functions by councils:

(&) Councils should provide strong and effective representation, leadership, planning and
decision-making.

(b) Councils should carry out functions in a way that provides the best possible value for
residents and ratepayers.

(c) Councils should plan strategically, using the integrated planning and reporting framework, for
the provision of effective and efficient services and regulation to meet the diverse needs of
the local community.

(d) Councils should apply the integrated planning and reporting framework in carrying out their
functions so as to achieve desired outcomes and continuous improvements.

(e) Councils should work co-operatively with other councils and the State government to
achieve desired outcomes for the local community.

() Councils should manage lands and other assets so that current and future local community
needs can be met in an affordable way.

(g) Councils should work with others to secure appropriate services for local community needs.
(h) Councils should act fairly, ethically and without bias in the interests of the local community.

(i) Councils should be responsible employers and provide a consultative and supportive working
environment for staff.

(2) Decision-making
The following principles apply to decision-making by councils (subject to any other applicable
law):

(a) Councils should recognise diverse local community needs and interests.
(b) Councils should consider social justice principles.

(c) Councils should consider the long term and cumulative effects of actions on future
generations.

(d) Councils should consider the principles of ecologically sustainable development.

(e) Council decision-making should be transparent and decision-makers are to be accountable
for decisions and omissions.

2. Street Lighting and Energy Market Update — Peter Halyburton

A copy of Energy and Management Services (E&MS) presentation is attached to these Minutes.

Managing Director of Energy and Management Services, Peter Halyburton offered GMAC a
presentation in respect to the current energy market; the factors affecting the market; an update of
progress for street lighting LED spot replacement program and the advances in the energy market
that will be critical to provide long term savings to councils (including the future ownership options
in the Street Lighting Investigative Study that E&MS is currently undertaking for QROC members).

It was noted the CENTROC, RAMROC, Canberra JO and REROC have engaged MNext Energy
Consultants (Graham Mawer) to undertake a study into Street Lighting ownership and LED
replacement strategy. (Please note CENTROC is leading this work on behalf of the other
regions/ROCs participating).

This is similar to the work that is being undertaken by E&MS on behalf of OROC.

CENTROC has reguested that OROC consider financially contributing towards their study.
