The Youth Week Young People’s Advisory Committee (a sub-committee of the NSW Youth   Advisory 
Council) judge the Local Government Youth Week Awards, supported by officials of the Children’s People 
and Guardian and Commissioner of Children and Young People. 
 
The assessment of the Awards is based on a range of information and criteria, including: information 
provided in the Council’s evaluation of 2022, Youth Week history of previous Local Government Award 
recipients over the past 3-5 years, and how well the Council incorporated the aims of National Youth Week 
in their Youth Week Program. 
 
Underpinning the success of Council being named finalists is the sustained role that local and regional 
supporting services, agencies and organizations play in funding, partnering and delivering programs in 
collaboration and making a positive difference in the lives of our youth and young people.  Walgett Shire 
Council youth & community teams have been crowned winners in numerous categories of the NSW Local 
Government Youth Week Awards consecutively for the past (14) fourteen years since 2007 and current 
title holders from 2021 in one category.   
 
However, this now, if Council can take a major out, would be 15 years at the top, a true demonstration of 
sustainability and commitment of service delivery, innovation and community collaboration.  Walgett Shire 
Council representatives will be accompanied by Walgett Shire Youth Council representatives and travel to 
Sydney for the prestigious awards on the 4th August.
