We request that the manhole in your property are left unobstructed for the duration of
this project.

If there is a manhole in your property, an impending work notice will be left at your property at
least 24 hours with the planned date of inspection.

These works will be carried out over approximately 1 week and Council apologises for any
inconvenience caused to residents during this time.
