CONFLICT OF INTERESTS

What is a “Conflict of Interests” – A conflict of interests can be two types:
Pecuniary – an interest that a person has in a matter because of a reasonable likelihood or expectation of appreciable financial gain or loss to the person or another person with whom the person is associated.
Non-Pecuniary – a private or personal interest that a Council official has that does not amount to a pecuniary interest as defined in the Local government Act (eg. A friendship, membership of an association, society or trade union or involvement or interest in an activity and may include an interest of a financial nature.)
Remoteness 
A person does not have a pecuniary interest in a matter if the interest is so remote or insignificant that it could not reasonably be regarded as likely to influence any decision the person might make in relation to a matter or if the interest is of a kind specified in Section 448 of the Local Government Act.
Who has a Pecuniary Interest? – A person has a pecuniary interest in a matter if the pecuniary interest is the interest of: 
· The person, or
· Another person with whom the person is associated (see below)
Relatives, Partners
A person is taken to have a pecuniary interest in a matter if:
· The person’s spouse or de facto partner or a relative of the person has a pecuniary interest in the matter, or
· The person, or a nominee, partners or employer of the person, is a member of a company or other body that has a pecuniary interest in the matter
N.B. “Relative”, in relation to a person means any of the following:
(a) 	the parent, grandparent, brother, sister, uncle, aunt, nephew, niece, lineal descends or adopted child of the person or of the person’s spouse.
(b) 	the spouse or de facto partners of the person or of a person referred to in paragraph (a) 
No Interest in the Matter
However, a person is not taken to have a pecuniary interest in a matter:
· If the person is unaware of the relevant pecuniary interest of the spouse, de facto partner, relative or company of other body, or
· Just because the person is a member of, or is employed by, the Council
· Just because the person is a member of, or a delegate of the Council to, a company or other body that has a pecuniary interest in the matter provided that the person has no beneficial interest in any shares of the company or body.
Disclosure and participation in meetings
· A Councillor or a member of a Council Committee who has a pecuniary interest in any matter with which the Council is concerned and who is present at a meeting of the Council or Committee at which the matter is being considered must disclose the nature of the interest to the meeting as soon as practicable.
· The Councillor or member must not be present at, or in sight of, the meeting of the Council or Committee:
1. At any time during which the matter is being considered or discussed by the Council or Committee, or
1. At any time during which the Council or Committee is voting on any question in relation to the matter.
No Knowledge – A person does not breach this Clause if the person did not know and could not reasonably be expected to have known that the matter under consideration at the meeting was a matter in which he or she had a pecuniary interest.
Participation in Meetings despite Pecuniary Interest (S452 Act)
A Councillor is not prevented from taking part in the consideration or discussion of, or from voting on, any of the matters/questions detailed in Section 452 of the Local Government Act.
Non-Pecuniary Interest – Must be disclosed in meetings.
There are a broad range of options available for managing conflicts & the option chosen will depend on an assessment of the circumstances of the matter, the nature of the interest and the significance of the issue being dealt with. Non-Pecuniary conflicts of interest must be dealt with in at least one of the following ways:
· It may be appropriate that no action be taken where the potential for conflict is minimal. However, 
Councillors should consider providing an explanation of why they consider a conflict does not exist.
· Limit involvement if practical (eg. Participate in discussion but not in decision making or vice versa). Care needs to be taken when exercising this option.
· Remove the source of the conflict (eg. Relinquishing or divesting the personal interest that creates the conflict) 
· Have no involvement by absenting yourself from and not taking part in any debate or voting on the issue as if the provisions in S451 of the Local Government Act apply (particularly if you have a significant non-pecuniary interest)
Disclosure to be Recorded (S453 Act)
A disclosure (and the reason/s for the disclosure) made at a meeting of the Council or Council Committee or Sub- Committee must be recorded in the minutes of the meeting.

1. Far West Initiative
As Councillors will recall from the presentation made by representatives from the Department of Premier and Cabinet at Council’s December, 2015 meeting it is timely for Council to give consideration to its approach to making the broader community aware of where this matter is heading.  Councillors are encouraged to indicate their views in this regard.

A further report will be submitted to the next Council Meeting.

2. Drought Communities Programme 
An application has been lodged for funding of $159, 700 ex GST for the fencing of various landfill sites across the Shire.  Further applications are currently being prepared in respect of the following projects:
· Erection of wet roads -  road closed signs for unsealed roads within the Shire
· Irrigation works for town parks, gardens and roadside trees
· Kerb and gutter and footpath restoration 
· Road grids
· Town improvement works
Although Council has been allocated $1.5M under this programme, it is still necessary to develop fully costed programmes for consideration by the federal infrastructure people.

3. Rural Financial Counselling Services
Following from recent submissions made with regards rural counselling services, a funding announcement has been made and although funding is more or less the same, the number of offices and staff employed across NSW is being reduced.  However, although Walgett’s office will remain open on a full time basis, it will be necessary for the local counsellor to service the Coonamble area as well. The situation needs to be kept under review and further submissions be considered should seasonal conditions require.

4. Draft Budget Preparation Schedule 
A copy of the draft budget schedule is attached for information.  The key dates from Council’s point of view will be a Councillor’s workshop at the March meeting on Tuesday, 22 March, 2016 and a Special Budget Meeting on Thursday, 7 April, 2016.  This timetable will allow for the 2016/17 Budget to be formally adopted at the ordinary meeting on Tuesday 24 May, 2016 and allow adequate time for a full series of public forums as well.

5. Youth Training Concept
One of the ongoing issues in the Shire is the opportunity for local school students to undertake work experience in a variety of industries.
An approach will be made to all local high schools shortly with the aim of promoting the benefits of work experience opportunities to both students and local businesses.

6. Western Division Conference

Summary:
During the period, October - December 2015  Council’s community services managed projects related to community engagement, cultural development and recognition, group capacity building, Aboriginal affairs, facilitating, supporting and promoting collaborative events targeting youth & early childhood initiatives. 

This report summarises project progress, implementation of initiatives, and outcomes of the Community and Youth Development teams, Libraries and Aboriginal community activities during the period October- December 2015. 

Background:
Last quarterly report submitted for the period July – September 2015 

Current Position:
During the reporting period Councils community services team have initiated and supported projects and are partnering in programs, working with service providers and the broader community as outlined below.

External funding submissions:
During the reporting period Council has been informed of outcomes of several funding submissions on behalf of the community development department. Unfortunately due to a significant number of applications (260) for the NSW Youth Opportunities Grants, Council was unsuccessful this year however will apply in the next round. 

Council has been informed it has been successful with the following

· Traction thru Transport Initiative: supporting travel costs associated with community and young people focused initiatives -supporting accessibility  (2 years):    $22,000

· Grandparents Day: Building intergenerational relationships across the Shire:  $700

· Youth Week 2016- support of implementation of programs across the Shire :  $1200  

Libraries and services:

Walgett: 
Library services to communities continue to prove a valuable resource with ever increasing patronage and usage across both Lightning Ridge and Walgett.

Patrons and usage:
Walgett Library continues to attract new members with a total of 18 new members with 9 re- registered for this reporting period giving a total of 394 members.  

Preschool literacy:
· Bulk borrowing to all preschools takes place each quarter.
· (30) Thirty picture books are delivered every three months to three Pre Schools in Walgett.
· Vacation Care visits during holidays with 12 children participating with 2 visits
· Goonimoo (WAMS) Playgroup visits with 30 children participating with 4 visits

Library Programs:
Social Media Workshop delivered by Outback Arts was well received with many community people in attendance. Library staff offered a range of workshops in making goodies and gifts for the young people’s Mothers on Mother’s Day 2015.

After School and Holiday Groups:
During the reporting period an attendance total of 1896 young people utilizing and resourcing the Library has been recorded at the Walgett site. The space is considered a great option for young people along with youth centres and PCYC for older (high school aged) youth. 

Deposit Stations:
Regular procedures continue with the deposit stations. Visits were completed to Deposit Stations and Collarenebri for exchange of books. Books have been retrieved for tagging with new collection delivered next month.

Lightning Ridge:
Refurbishments to Lightning Ridge library with new shelving and extended spaces to allow meetings and gatherings has greatly improved the appearance of the library interior with patrons commenting on the improved space.

Improvements and upgrades of the gardens at Lightning Ridge have been completed with landscaping and new plants.  Painting of new signage to be erected on the perimeter fence is being completed by the children who visit the library on a regular basis promoting and encouraging ownership of “their” library.

These projects were funded through a one off State Library of NSW Revitalisation Program and Special Purpose Funding. This will assist greatly in promoting our library to community members.

Pre-school literacy:
The Books and Babies initiative, targeting 0-5 age group and parents /caregivers continues on Friday mornings with 97 participants in attendance. Sessions include readings, singing nursery rhymes and small age appropriate craft activities.

After school programs:
School Holiday Programs
In partnership with Lightning Ridge Youth Centre Staff, Council have implemented a children’s afternoon program in Lightning Ridge Library to encourage children to use the facilities available to them. 

Activities including board games, craft activities, computer workshops have proved popular with light refreshments supplied to participants. On the first initial meet 34 young people attended, guided by this high attendance number, this initiative will run once a fortnight. 

Book Club:
Book Club is held fortnightly and has proved to be successful, recording several new members.

Home Bound:
Home bound is active with books delivered fortnightly to house bound patrons.

Annual funding submissions and reporting requirements have been completed.  State funds for regional libraries have been applied for with Council being notified in early 2016 of outcomes.

Aboriginal Affairs:
During the December quarter Councils Community Development department, through its Aboriginal Liaison & Community Development Officer (ALCDO), continues to make positive impacts across communities in the Shire. Our Aboriginal liaison and community development officer has been proactive in getting out and about meeting community groups and supporting local services and initiatives addressing a range of needs of our residents, strengthened relationships with the whole of community and assisting to build capacity of community.  

The ALCDO has participated and supported in a range of activities including Walgett Fundraising BBQ & Fundraising Party, Walgett Swinging Pool community events, FACS Workshops, Suicide Prevention Meeting, Royal Far West – Healthy Kids Bus Stop – Walgett Community Working Party Meetings, Pink Ribbon Day Morning Tea, School Reference Group, Domestic Violence Committee, and White Ribbon Day Events.

During the reporting period the ALCDO has worked with other internal departments of Council assisting with planning and environmental issues.

Walgett PCYC:
Council is building relationships with PCYC staff working together on several programs and initiatives during the reporting period. It is envisaged that through both organisations youth and young people of Walgett will have more opportunities to participate in activities. The Christmas holiday programs were developed with both organisations working to offer diversionary and engaging opportunities for the holiday period.

Community and youth staff assisted the PCYC staff in the recent official opening during.  Walgett PCYC continues to focus on high school aged young people as their primary target group. Full holiday programs have been disseminated across the (3) three larger communities of Walgett, Lightning Ridge and Collarenebri.

NAIDOC 2016:
The 2016 theme, “Songlines - The living narrative of our nation” - will highlight the importance of Songlines to the existence of Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander people.
For Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander people, the Dreamtime describes a time when the earth, people and animals were created by our ancestral spiritual beings. They created the rivers, lakes, plants, land formations and living creatures. Dreaming tracks are sometimes called ‘Songlines’ which record the travels of these ancestral spirits who 'sung' the land into life. 
The Shire’s community development staff will be consulting with community and forming committees in each larger town in regards to delivery of programs acknowledging and celebrating this week.  
Youth Affairs and Children’s services:
In this reporting period the Youth development team worked with a variety of different services and agencies to once again enhance the opportunities for the youth of Walgett Shire. The successful partnerships gave the young people the opportunity to meet and become familiar with people in the community who can help if needed. The programs targeted sexual health, domestic violence, drugs and alcohol and educational pathways

Shire Vacation Care Services:
Offering a huge variety of activities with our vacation care programs the youth centers across the Shire have yet again had significant increases in attendance numbers. The youth development staff continue to meet the needs of young people attending the center whilst aligning with obligations and outcomes of the National Quality Framework of service to young people. 
The Development team continues to be proactive, successfully working with other services and agencies to create familiarity and provide the best possible results for each child’s wellbeing, health and learning. Average attendance numbers per day for the October Vacation Care two week holiday period are as follows: Collarenebri-(29) twenty-nine, Walgett – (30) thirty and Lightning Ridge-(42) forty-two.

The youth development team implemented a day-long  program  at Burren Junction that was well received partnering with the  Castlereagh Local Area Command offering a fun filled day with (19) nineteen  young people and 7 parents / caregivers also attending.

After School Activities/ Youth Centre’s:
For this quarterly reporting period numbers have been stable.  Youth and young people have excelled in planning activities and events for all of community including Grandparents Day across the three larger towns of Walgett, Lightning Ridge and Collarenebri.

The youth development staff and young people attending are following and meeting (NQF)  National Quality Framework requirement of the (5) five outcomes all relating to the child are all being met and documented these include, identity, confident learners, effective communicators and their contribution to the world and the community. Activities for this period include arts and crafts, sport, cooking, self-expression activities, jewellery making, and waste to art.

It is believed the NQF Educators and Inspectors will again be assessing the youth services in each community in early 2016.

Children’s Week:
Children’s Week 2015 in Walgett Shire recorded 711 youth and young people actively engaged in a wide range of activities including open days for parents, dance parties, sporting competitions, life skill challenges, gardening and artistic workshops.

The week proved very popular with not only young people but also the broader community and was rounded off with Grandparents Day events across the three larger communities.

National Youth Week 2016:
National Youth Week 2016 will coincide with the Walgett Aboriginal Medical Services (WAMS) 30th Year Anniversary. Council, WAMS, PCYC and other services have been working with a plan to work collaboratively in delivery of each event to the community. Meetings and consultations in relation to this are ongoing.

Liquor Accords - Lightning Ridge & Walgett:
Council has played supportive role in development of the Lightning Ridge Accord’s initiative,
“Barred from one - Barred from all”.  In the community’s best interests in relation to safety and wellbeing, Council is a partner in this initiative and has worked with community groups to design and develop the project signage and slogan. Council continues to support the Walgett Liquor Accord and its direction.

Community support and capacity building:
Our community and youth development staff regularly support and maintain effective relationships with local, regional and state organisations and agencies. We endeavor to support and build capacity of whole of community. At a local level meetings and planning sessions with the broader community is constant, meeting the needs of community and aligning with Councils Community Strategic Plan 2012-2022.

 During this reporting period our department has facilitated and supported the following:

· Lightning Ridge Community Drug Action Team and Walgett Drug Action Team with key roles in committee and auspice body. Supported events and promotional opportunities through Councils website.

Applications were invited from community organisations for financial assistance under the Community Assistance Scheme. The scheme was advertised Shire wide, with applications closing 1 February 2015. 

Applicants must be non-profit organisations and based in, or affiliated with, Walgett Shire. The max amount per project is $3,000 and is limited to one donation per organisation per year. The Council reserves the right to part fund applications.

The Community Assistance Scheme objectives are to:
· Support charities and community projects, events and activities which occur within the Walgett Shire area, and are a benefit to the community;
· Foster or support new services, initiatives and resources within the Shire;
· Improve awareness and use of community services and resources within the Shire;
· Encourage increased participation in local community events within the Shire.

Current Position:
An amount of $10,000 has been provided for in the 2015/2016 budget, to fund eligible applications for donations under Section 356 of the Local Government Act 1993. 

A total of four (4) Community organisations submitted applications to be considered for funding in the first round of the 2015/2016 Community Assistance Scheme. Three (3) organisations were endorsed for funding, totalling $2,280.00 (See table below) 

A total of four (4) Community organisations submitted applications to be considered for funding in the second round of the 2015/2016 Community Assistance Scheme. Four (4) organisations are recommended for funding, totalling $5,300.00. All applicants have been recommended for funding and details of the applicants received and recommendations for funding are provided in the attached schedule.

To advise Councillors of Amendments to the Local Government Act 1993 made by the Local Government Amendment (Councillor Misconduct and Poor Performance) Act 2015 commenced on 13 November 2015.

Background:
Councillors, administrators, members of staff, independent conduct reviewers and members of council committees including delegates of the council must comply with the provisions of council’s Local Government Act 1993.

Failure to comply with the provisions of the Local Government Act constitutes misconduct for the purposes of the Act and penalties that can be imposed for misconduct include suspension or disqualification from civic office.

Current Position:
Introduction of the Local Government Amendment (Councillor Misconduct and Poor Performance) Act 2015 referred to in the 15-41 Circular to Councils has necessitated a change to the current “Code of Conduct”.

· This amendment is complemented by an amendment to clause 4.29 of the Model Code of Conduct for Local Councils in NSW which also commenced on 13 November 2015. The amendment will mean that Councillors with significant non-pecuniary conflicts of interests in making, amendment, alteration or repeal of an environmental planning instrument applying to the whole or a significant part of their local government area will no longer be permitted to participate in consideration of those matters unless:
· The only interests affected by the changes relate to the interest a person (e.g. a close friend or affiliate of a Councillor) has in their principal place of residence; and
· The Councilor has disclosed the affected interests.

Complaints coordinators must note the following:
· Councils must amend their adopted codes of conduct as soon as possible to reflect the amendment to clause 4.29 referred to above. The amended Model Code of Conduct is available on the Office of Local Government’s website at www.olg.nsw.gov.au

New GIS Officer – Mark Daly
Council’s new GIS Officer, Mark Daly commenced employment with Council on 13th January 2016. Mark has begun the process of mapping a number of cemeteries within the shire and has also commenced work on the automation of Planning Certificates. Mark is a welcome new addition to the team. 

Development Applications Update
There are no determined development applications or complying development certificate applications to report for the month of January. 

New  Plantings
A program of new plantings have taken place at:
· The Water Supply System Walgett as required under conditions of consent at a goods cost of $843.60, and 
· Fox Street Walgett as part of the Main Street  Upgrade at a goods cost of $1,977.00.

Management of Cumborah cemetery
In late 2015 Council requested a letter from Cemeteries and Crematoria NSW regarding the management options in relation to the Cumborah Cemetery.

Council has received a response stating that the NSW Cemeteries and Crematoria currently records Council as the Cemetery Operator, but understand that the Cumborah Community Inc.(CCI) actually perform this role on a day to day basis. NSW Cemeteries and Crematoria have advised the CCI that, if Council wishes to delegate their responsibilities as /cemetery operator’ for the time being, that delegation can be performed under S 377 of the Local Government Act 1993. If that arrangement is secured, then CCI would be responsible for compliance with the ‘cemetery operator’ obligations under the Cemeteries and Crematoria Act.

However, in 2016 Part 4 of the Cemeteries and Crematoria Act will commence. Part 4 has expanded requirements about what register information must be captured and maintained and what disclosures must be given to cemetery customers. Until part 4 commences cemetery operators obligations will continue under the Public health Regulation 2012. 
Until part 4 commences, the responsibilities which cemetery operators have under the CCAct are mainly about reporting. 

Further advice includes advising Council to consider whether or not it wishes to delegate the responsibility of managing the cemetery and whether or not it may wish to impose conditions on the appointment of the CCI to manage the land, i.e. the Council pricing structure. 

NSW Cemeteries and Crematoria also advises that the Crown lands review is likely to impact on the future ownership of Crown Lands managed by Councils that that Crown land of local significance the ownership will vest in local councils. 
NSW Cemeteries and Crematoria also noted that the CCI recently suggested that a Crown Reserve trust be established and a local trust board be established to manage the cemetery in the same way the trust currently manages the Cumborah Recreation Grounds. We have been advised that this is not an option supported by NSW Cemeteries and Crematoria as these actions are inconsistent with Crown Lands Review. 

In response to this letter, Council has commenced mapping and recording of any cemeteries within the shire not currently mapped or recorded in an attempt to bring existing records up to date with a view to keep and maintain records in accordance with the requirements of future Part 4.  

The Cumborah Community Inc. has responded to this issue by writing a letter to Council, dated 2nd February 2016 and have formally requested that Council allow a Cemetery Reserve Trust (members to be re-instated) manage the Cemetery until such time as Part 4 legislation changes take effect. The Cumborah Community Inc. has also proposed a second option to establish a Cumborah Cemetery Group to act as administrators on behalf of Council.

A further report is required to Council with recommendations for action on this issue. 

Lightning Ridge residential subdivision:
Council staff have secured a meeting in Dubbo on 23 February 2016 with Crown Lands senior staff. The purpose of the meeting is to discuss acquisition of a large parcel of land for residential subdivision south of Fantasia St in Lightning Ridge’.

Historical Rural Residential Subdivision (1994) – corner of Castlereagh Highway and Bill O’Brien Way, DP 838673:
· A search of Council records failed to disclose either a Development Application or Development Consent for the subdivision.
· Under the provisions of Clause 12(1)(a & d), (6) of Interim Development Order No. 1 – Shire of Walgett and the subsequent Walgett Local Environmental Plan (Clause 4.2A), at no time since the subdivision was created has it been permissible to erect dwellings on the lots.
· A detailed report will be provided to Council once research surrounding the matter has been completed in full.

What's new or changing

« The NSW Ombudsman has advised that some councils are restricting or
severing residential tenants’ water supply 1o pursue outstanding water
charges owed by landowners, whether in accordance with or contrary to the
‘councif's existing debt recovery policies.

« In each of the cases examined by the Ombudsman, sections 560 and 561 of
the Local Government Act 1993 were either incorrectly applied or the
council's policies did not appropriately provide that water restrction or
disconnection affecting a tenant should only occur as an option of last resort
‘and after the tenant is given a reasonable opportuniy to comply with a notice:
under section 569 of the Act.

‘What this will mean for your council
» Counciis are asked to review their debt recovery policies to ensure
‘compliance with the Act and to safeguard against unfair impacts on tenants

‘while councils pursue debls owed by landowners.

Key points

= In the case of a tenanted property, in the first instance councils should only.
pursue the debt directly with the landowner and, where necessary, take legal
action against the landowner.

« Councils are not 1o seek payment of rates and charges from tenants that
landowners are liable for, unless provided for in s569 of the Act

« Councils must take reasonable steps to identfy whether a property s
tenanted before considering restricting water supply, for example. by
improving notices about pending water restictions which are sent 1o the
property to strongly encourage any tenants o contact the council

A counl s ot to restrict or disconnect water when it becomes aware that
the property is tenanted, including when the council becomes aware that the
property s tenanted i the course of atiending the property to restrct or
disconnect the water.

A council should only restiict or disconnect water as an option of last resort,
afer it has issued a notice to the tenant under s569 and a reasonable
‘opportunity s given 1o the tenant to comply with the notice.
